Class 2….       60cm Relay 

Class 3….       75cm. 1 round, 2 phase 

Class 4….       75cm Relay 

Class 5….       90cm 1 round, 2 phase 

Class 6….       90cm Relay 

 

All classes £28.00 per team 

The heights stated are the MAXIMUM. Not all jumps will be at this 

height. 

Classes 1, 3 and 5 are open to teams of 3 or 4 riders. Each member of 

the team jumps the course. If they jump clear, they go straight into 

the jump off which will be timed. The winning team will have the 

combined fewest faults and the fastest time. 

Classes 2, 4 and 6 (Relay) are open to teams of 4. The team will all 

wait in the arena and jump in turn. When the 1st rider has jumped, the 

2nd rider is allowed to start when the 1st rider has landed over the last 

jump. This continues until all riders have jumped. If a rider is 

eliminated, the next rider must finish the previous rider’s round, 

(including the eliminated fence) before continuing their own round.

Rules and condition of entry: 

 

• Riders and horse may only jump once for each team. They are permitted to 

compete in 2 classes but cannot enter both 60cm and 90cm. 

• In the event of equality of scores, there will be a jump off of one rider from 

each team to determine the winner.  

• Please ensure you are ready to jump at your allotted time. 

• Correct dress must be worn, Hard hats must be worn at  all times when 

mounted and be to the standard BSEN 1384 or SNEL E2001 or AS/N25 3838 

• Any vet or paramedic costs must be met by the injured party. 

• Any objection must be put in writing and lodged at the secretary 

office with a deposit of £10 within 15 minutes of the the class 

finishing. 

• All dogs to be kept on a short lead at all times. 

• Neither the organiser nor any person acting on their behalf accept 

any liability for loss, damage, or injury to horses, ponies, 

competitors or any person or property whatsoever. 

• The Organisers of this event will take reasonable precautions to 

ensure the health and safety of everyone present, and we ask 

everyone to obey the instruction of the organisers, officials and 

stewards. 

• Excessive use of whip, spur, etc. abuse of officials or the use of 

offensive language by competitors will result in elimination.  

• All horse muck must be taken home with you and NOT left in the 

car park.
